- Overall, the HAC suggested that the design be more aligned with the Heritage Design Guidelines

- The HAC mentioned that the roof material is non-conforming and suggested corrugated tin instead

- They stated that the multipitch and double-angled roof is non-conforming and requested for a gable roof

- The committee stated that the ratio of the dual cladding is uncommon and should either be split between
floors or at the roof

- HAC requested that the uneven staggering of the two units should be aligned to be even

- HAC suggested that the garage be removed because they were not seen historically in Dawson. They stated
that if a garage were to exist, significant design changes should be made.

- HAC stated that the location of the duplex is very prominent. Because of this, HAC suggested for the design
to be “grander” and must conform historically at all angles.

- HAC suggested that the delegate attend the next meeting (scheduled on June 5%)

- HAC would like the delegate to confirm the siding profile of the design
